Single Storey rear extension.


NO OBJECTION – UNANIMOUS

WPC has no objection to this proposal.  The property is listed and sits within the Watlington Conservation Area (WCA) however, it is assessed that the proposed single-story extension to the rear will have no material impact on the heritage aspects of the building and will not affect the street scene along Brooke Street.  Nor will it have a detrimental impact on neighbouring properties.  The design and use of modern materials will complement the older parts of the building and will offer greater ground floor utility.  WPC notes that there is extensive use of glass within the design and expresses concern regarding the potential for light spill and therefore, the potential for a negative impact on dark skies in the WCA.

WPC has no objection to this application.   The property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area (WCA) and although it is not listed it is a significant property within the street scene of Gorwell.  The amended plans, in line with the pre-application advice, now better reflect the property’s scale and position within the WCA and, as such, do not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP.  WPC notes that there is extensive use of glass along the rear of the extensions and expresses concern regarding the potential for light spill and therefore, the potential for a negative impact on dark skies in the WCA.

Conversion of garage to living space and erection of fencing

Protect and Enhance the Character of Watlington and the historic Setting of the Town

WPC has no objection to this application having approved a similar application in June 2020.  The proposed conversion of the garage and small infill on the ground floor, as well as the alterations to the internal layout of the property, will provide a more flexible standard of living accommodation.  The property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area however, it is a relatively modern bungalow style property that is not listed or of heritage interest.  The proposed development does not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP however, WPC does have concern at the loss of the garage for parking.  Watlington, and Gorwell in particular, has restricted parking and any loss of off-street parking has the potential to add to this problem.

WPC has no objection to this application.  The proposed conversion of part of the garage and the addition of a rear extension will provide more flexible living accommodation.  The property sits within the Watlington Conservation Area however, it is a modern terraced style property that is not listed or of heritage interest.  The additional rear extension will not impact on the immediate neighbours nor does it detract from the street scene within Quarrington Place.  The proposed development does not conflict with any of the policies contained in the WNDP however, WPC does have concern at the loss of the garage for parking.  Watlington has restricted parking and any loss of off-street parking has the potential to add to this problem.

Carbon Budget – TJ said that she had watched an interesting webinar on the 6 Carbon Budget report, 

and it is worth watching.  It was noted that it does not have any legislative power at present.

Edge Road – MR reported that OCC is having discussions with the landowner of the land adjoining both the Britwell Road and the Red Kite View development site regarding a proposal to alter the sweep of the edge road from the B4009 (Britwell Road) into the development site.  There are also discussions outlining the various potential options for the use of the farmland that this new junction with Britwell Road could unlock.   The area could offer significant community benefit. The NPAB will examine the options in relation to the NP review.  
MR said that OCC are currently carrying out a mixture of environmental and topological surveys along the route of the edge road, in the areas shown in red below, over the next couple of weeks.
