Martin Gammie (Consultant to Mr Facy) will be involved.  WPC would like the existing condition regarding the runs of services to ensure that the trees and tree root areas are protected.   There needs to be written approval by the SODC Planning Officer that the scheme for (3PH) electrical install will avoid all damage to the protected Lime trees and other protected trees on the site.
