1. Nadia Hussain, The Planning Inspectorate – Appeal under section 78 – Land to the rear of 56-58 Hill 

                  Road. – KT to check with Andrew McAuley about a WPC submission. It was noted that the 



neighbours are putting in submissions on this.


2. Email from Sarah Pullen re: lighting at night on Bloor development site – It was noted that the 


lights are now being turned off at night following our request to Bloor. The light bulbs being used at 

present are not the correct bulbs as there has been a shortage of the ones that should be installed.
3. Email from Julia Matthews SODC – Appeal decision 11 Sycamore Close – P20/S3489/FUL – This 

Appeal has been allowed. TP said that the Inspector has overthrown the original planning condition 

which used to be legally binding. It was noted that a loss of parking has also happened due to owners 
converting their garages into living spaces. It was noted that WPC had objected to this application because of its possible consequences for the use of permitted development on the dwellings at Marlbrook.

                10.
Any Other Business

PYR1 – GB reported that this application was refused by SODC (WPC approved) and an Appeal is   expected to be made. WPC will have an opportunity to respond to this Appeal once notification has been sent to us. It was noted that Care Homes and Housing for older people are exempt from CIL.

Edge Road – It was noted that we have received a draft Master Plan for PYR2 from providence Land. The NPAB has looked at the Plan and has sent comments to providence Land – the Plan is generally acceptable and in line with existing proposals.  More detailed comment will be made when the reserved matters application is made.  GB said she has sent an email to Emma Bowerman asking specific questions about planning permissions for sites B and C and the situation regarding PYR2.   She is waiting for a response to these.

The master Plan will be further discussed at the Interface Meeting on the 14th July. 
TP is checking the notes from previous minutes to check if Emma Bowerman had previously said that permission for B and C and PYR2 would not be given until the delivery of the edge road is guaranteed.  MR reported that there is a meeting with at Icknield Community College with the Head, Mat Hunter, tomorrow with Margaret Noon, Richard Dorney Savage and himself and they will ask him for comments on current proposals for the route of the edge road and provision of a sports field and bus drop off point for the College. 



Consultation on Oxfordshire 2050 – This will be discussed at NPAB. The main focus is on the plan 



to 2031. WPC should put in comments.
